Holstein Friesian New Zealand’s (HFNZ) president Graham 
Stewart will judge the youth show.

Graham is a well-known name throughout all breeds in the 
industry as the owner of Cresslands Farms alongside his wife, 
Nicky, at Rangiora in Canterbury. They milk 450 cows on 130 
hectares through a 32-a-side herringbone supported by a barn 
– averaging 630kg Milk Solids. 

Graham recently won a RAS Centenary Medal for his work 
with his local branch, Canterbury/Westland. He remains an 
active member (and former president) – supporting herd 
walks, conferences, awards, sales, and competitions.

Graham has twice judged at New Zealand Royal Shows – in 
the Waikato (2012) and Hawkes Bay (2015). He has also judged 
the national HFNZ-Semex On-Farm Competition twice (2015 
and 2022). He has been an over-judge for HFNZ for a number 
of years.

In the showring, Cresslands won the mature class of the 
HFNZ-Semex On-Farm Competition in 2019 and 2021 with 
Cresslands Windbrook Dana EX2. Dana also won the HFNZ-
DeLaval All NZ Photo Competition in 2021. Their prolific “D” 
family was represented at the NZDE Centennial show in 2010 
when Cresslands Forbidden Dori EX won the four-year-old 

class and Reserve Champion 
Holstein. Forbidden’s 
daughter, Cresslands 
Lauthority Dori EX2 won 
the HFNZ-Semex On-Farm 
three-year-old class in 2017. 
Also in 2017, Cresslands 
Seaver Dai-ET EX won the 
five-year-old class in the 
Semex On-Farm.

Today, Cresslands also 
includes one of Graham 
and Nicky’s sons, Andrew, 
35. Their second son, 
Nathan, 33, runs Cresslands 
Contracting, and they have 
a daughter, Rebecca, 29 – 
along with several grandchildren.

Graham remains passionate about encouraging the next 
generation into the industry, and he says he is privileged to 
be preparing to oversee the youth show at New Zealand’s 
premier show.

Sponsor Probiotic Revolution has made it possible for UK 
photographer Evie Tomlinson to join the show’s judging panel 
as well as its media effort.

Evie forms part of the media frontline ringside for her second 
year, and the NZDE has also capitalised on Evie’s knowledge 
and experience showing cattle – appointing her to judge the 
2025 handler’s classes.

The 2025 Ayrshire judge follows his daughter, Evie Tomlinson, 
into New Zealand.

Blaise Tomlinson – is the father of the 2024 and 2025 NZDE 
photographer – Evie Tomlinson. The pair are both bound for 
the January 20-22 Feilding event. Evie is picturing in the ring 
once again (thanks to sponsorship from Probiotic Revolution), 
in addition to judging the handler’s classes.

Blaise and his wife, Deborah, milk 250-head (200 Holstein 
with 50 Ayrshires) under Sandyford Ayrshires at Charnwood 
Forest, at Loughborough (21 minutes from Leicester in the 
East Midlands of England). 

Blaise’s name fits like a glove, given he and Deborah have 
“blazed” their own trail throughout their career. Evie tells the 
story about how Blaise started showing at the bottom of the 
line through to winning the UK’s Premier Ayrshire Breeder 
five out of 10 years (from accumulated breeder points at the 
UK Dairy Day, Royal, the Royal Welsh, Agriscot, the great 
Yorkshire Dairy Event, the Royal Norfolk, Cheshire, the south-
west Dairy show, and the Welsh Dairy). 

He has judged at nearly every major show in the UK, in 
addition to Australia, South Africa and Jersey Island. Blaise 
was the 2020 recipient of the John Dennison Lifetime 
Achievement Award in the UK – an acknowledgement of 
achievement, sportsmanship, integrity, and character. 

Sandyford is of the most highly regarded Ayrshire breeders 
in the UK and the greater global industry – and is at the 
forefront of modern examples of the breed being shown up 
and down the country.

Sandyford also notably bred Ayrshire breed icon Sandyford 
Clover 10 EX97 – who won most of major interbreeds 
championships across the UK during her reign. Her 
granddaughter achieved a new breed record of 14,000gns 
(NZ$19,576) at the Black and White sale at Borderway Mart.

Blaise is well-known for supporting young farmers and 
helping them show animals. He has hosted Ayrshire rallies at 
his farm, offering calves and facilities and he helped organise 
both the Ayrshire and Holstein National Young Members 
Weekend. He also houses various cows for families who don’t 
have the facilities, but who want to learn more about the 
business.

Blaise and Deborah are supported by their three daughters, 
Evie (together with fiancé Ifan Wilson, who live in Wales), 
Annabelle, and Millie.

Ashlyn, Tobi, Veronica, Apple, Chassity, Comet, Season, 
Talent Barbara, Dezi, Cosmo, Dixie, Radiant and Gold Barbara 
are some of the high-focus cows they have owned, developed 
and marketed, alone or in partnership, over the past 27 years. 

They bred popular international sires Ernest-Anthony 
HaveNoFear and Elliotts Regency Casino. 

Packard & Kueffner have owned or managed over 200 All-
American and All-Canadian nominations and exhibited 
numerous Supreme Champions at World Dairy Expo, Royal 
Winter Fair, PA All-American and Maryland State Fair. 

The couple also managed Arethusa Farm for 10 years – 
building it from a small hobby farm – to global prominence in 
both the Holsteins and Jerseys.

Packard has placed at State Shows and State Fairs in 16 US 
states, served as official judge for the 2020 National Jersey Jug 
Futurity and officiated twice at Eastern States Exposition. Her 
international judging experience includes the 2023 Ontario 

Spring Discovery Jersey 
Show and the Red & White 
and Jersey Shows at the 2022 
Borderway UK Dairy Expo. 

In September, Packard 
officiated the 2024 Pa 
All-American Dairy Show, 
judging the Premier 
National Junior Red & White 
Show and the Open Jersey 
Show. 

Packard is a sixth-generation 
dairy farmer raised on a 
registered Holstein farm in 
Pennsylvania.

Karen Feek has been passionate about farming since she left 
school. 

Once she discovered what pedigree cows were and what 
showing cattle alongside the Steiner family meant to her. The 
passion for cows and farming ignited further. 

Her foundation cow “Brookview Feek Surprise” for her stud 
“Harvest Ayrshires” was gifted to her after helping at a show 
many years ago. Her stud name inherited from her parents, 
and under her ownership has been built up to 63 head of 
cattle.

Karen and her cows are on a 150ha challenging block of land 
on the Awhitu Peninsula where she is Sole Manager. Milking 
210 cows with 50 rising one year olds on the back of the 
property can make calving a bit busy for her.

Currently in her fifth season managing this farm, the time 
will come for her to climb the career ladder where she will be 
going 50/50 sharemilking.

3. 	 The age of cattle shall be computed as of 1st June. NB: 
As the age of all cattle is determined from the 1st of June 
in each year, all animals shall be deemed to be one year 
older on this date.

4. 	 All cattle entered in the Breed and Youth classes, if one 
year old or over, must have been entered in the recognized 
Herd Book of the breed concerned prior to the show. If 
under one year of age, they must be eligible for entry. 
Please contact your Breed Society for more information if 
needed.

5. 	 Addition to by-laws as approved by the NZ DairyEvent: 
“Animals eligible for showing at the NZ DairyEvent must be 
registered with their individual Breed Society and comply with 
their individual breed society rules for association showing 
awards.”

TB TESTING & NAIT REQUIREMENTS
1. 	 All cattle including calves and yearlings entered for the NZ 

DairyEvent must be from a TB free and accredited herd 
and tested within the OSPRI regulations of the animals’ 
region.

2. 	 Cattle from a TB free and accredited herd within a 
declared movement control area must be tested and 
passed within 60 days of movement. A copy of the test 
certificate must accompany all animals.

3. 	 Checks will be made for TB declaration cards on stock 
arrival.

4. 	 A NAIT approved RFID tag is mandatory for all 
movements of cattle, including calves. NAIT regulations 
for ear tagging is one registered NAIT tag per animal for 
animals 30 days or older.

5. 	 It is the exhibitors’ responsibility to record all animal 
movements with NAIT 48 hours prior to leaving the farm/
property for the NZ DairyEvent and then within 48 hours 
of returning to the farm/property from the NZ DairyEvent.

6. 	 The animals must be transferred to the (Manawatu A&P 
NAIT number - 443920) for this event.

7. 	 ALL cattle must have Animal Health Board or Birth ID 
tags.

8. 	 The NZ DairyEvent Organizing Committee will inspect 
animal identification to establish TB and NAIT status.

STALLING OF ENTRIES
1. 	 In the event of catalogued entries not being exhibited 

at the Show, the Chief Steward shall have the right to re-
allocate such stall spaces.

2. 	 Feed receptacles will not be provided.

3. 	 Exhibitors wishing to feed meal or dry feed should bring 
suitable containers with them.

4. 	 Hoses will be located at the end of each row in the 
stadium. A water trough needs to be supplied by the 
exhibitor and is not to be shared between exhibitors to 
prevent the spread of transmissible disease (like M-Bovis).

5. 	 Please ensure that the area around the water supply at 
each row is kept dry to prevent it turning into a ‘bog’ area. 
You will be reminded of your responsibilities and asked to 
see to any leaking hoses or troughs immediately.

6. 	 The Chief Steward along with the NZ DairyEvent 
Organizing Committee reserves the right to ask any 
exhibitor to leave the event if they fail to comply with the 
rules of both the NZ DairyEvent and Manfeild Park.

The showing of registered pedigree cattle is an important 
part of the promotion, merchandising and breeding program 
of many breeders. Additionally, it is an important part of 
the program of the NZ DairyEvent to stimulate and sustain 
interest in breeding registered pedigree cattle. This relates 
to both spectators and exhibitors, as well as our sponsors. 
With this in mind, the NZ DairyEvent Organizing Committee 
believes that it is in the best interests of the breeders of 
registered pedigree cattle to maintain a reputation of integrity 
and to present a wholesome and progressive image of their 
cattle in the show ring.

NZ DairyEvent recognizes that there are certain practices 
in the proper care and management of dairy cattle that are 
necessary while moving dairy cattle to and between shows 
that is vital to keep them in a sound, healthy condition so that 
they might be presented in the show ring in a natural, normal 
appearance and condition. Conversely, it recognizes certain 
practices in the handling and presentation of cattle in the 
show ring that are unacceptable.

In keeping with the basic philosophy of the NZ DairyEvent, 
ethics are an individual responsibility of the owner/exhibitor 
of each animal shown. Violations of these responsibilities are 
subject to possible disciplinary action.

The following practices or procedures are considered 
unacceptable and defined as being fraudulent and/or 
unethical in the showing of registered pedigree cattle.

When carried to excess these will be given slight to serious

CODE OF PRACTICE

discrimination in the placing of animals within a class and 
would be seen as unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of the 
show person.

• 	 Misrepresenting the age and/or milking status of the 
animal for the class in which it is entered/shown.

• 	 Treating the animal, particularly the udder, internally or 
externally with an irritant or counterirritant.

• 	 Surgery, or Insertion of foreign matter under the skin, 
performed to change the natural contour or appearance 
of the animal’s body, though not to preclude practices 
required or involved in normal management.

• 	 Criticizing or interfering with the judge, show 
management or other exhibitors while in the show ring, 
or other conduct detrimental to the animal, the breed or 
the NZ DairyEvent.

•	 External teat sealing and setting only is an allowable 
practice. Any manipulation of the teat internally by 
surgically or otherwise inserting a foreign substance to 
alter its normal direction, length or shape, or to hold 
the teat unnaturally plumb is banned. The length of the 
teat must not be altered, either internally or externally, 
under any circumstances i.e. teats must not be shortened 
in anyway.

• 	 It will be the responsibility of the NZ DairyEvent judges to 
take appropriate action if any teats are set, or in any way 
manipulated to an unnatural position.

• 	 While all milking animals must be subject to examination, 
the judge(s) will be instructed to closely examine the top 
five animals, not only for set teats but for any other form 
of tampering requiring discrimination or disqualification.

In addition to the General rules governed by both Waikato 
A&P Show and NZ DairyEvent the following rules shall 
apply to calf, yearling heifer and two year old in milk 
Futurity classes.
1.	 Only heifer calves born from the 1st June 2023 

purchased at the Next Generation Sale or the Summer 
Sensation Sale are eligible to enter.

2.	 A one off entry fee of $100 per animal is to be paid by 
the purchaser at the time of the Next Generation Sale 
or the Summer Sensation Sale. (Revenue generated 
from the sale of Futurity Lots and any additional 
money from donors received on the day of the Next 
Generation Sale or Summer Sensation Sale will be 
held secure in a BNZ term deposit. Final two year 
old in milk Futurity classes will be held in October 
2025 at Waikato A&P Show and January 2025 at 
NZ DairyEvent. The monies generated at the Next 
Generation Sale in 2023 and the sale of Futurity Lots 
at the Summer Sensation Sale 2025 will become the 
prize pool for the in milk two year old Futurity classes.

4.	 Whereby calf and yearling Futurity classes have been 
sponsored then the sponsored prizes/monies shall be 
paid to the said class.

5.	 Whereby calf and yearling classes have been 
sponsored by the Breed Associations in the form 
of cash or prize of any kind payable to the youth 
handler, then that cash or prize shall remain the 
property of the youth handler it has been awarded to.

6.	 Ribbons will be placed 1st – 6th for Futurity calf, 
yearling and two year old in milk classes.

7.	 All calves, yearling’s and in milk two year olds must 
be paraded by persons who were aged 25 years and 
under on the day the animal was purchased as a calf 
at the Next Generation Sale or the Summer Sensation 
Sale.

8.	 Failing the nominated youth handler being unable 
to exhibit the calf, yearling or in milk two year 
old, another youth handler may be nominated. 
Notification of the change must be given to the Chief 
Steward prior to the calf, heifer or in milk two year old 
entering the ring.

9.	 Proof of age of any youth handler may be requested 
from time to time by the Ring Steward.

10.	 Any additional fees imposed by both Waikato A&P 
Show and NZ DairyEvent or levies collected for a third 
party remain the responsibility of the owner.

11.	 Rules should be read in conjunction with the Next 
Generation Sale rules.
